What good is an Audubon chapter? Local
Audubon chapters emerged at the end of the
19" century, in response to the bloody exter-
mination of ordinary birds, killed to adorn
women’s hats. Local chapters came first—
National Audubon came later, when the chap-
ters realized they needed to band together to
be most effective.

Audubon chapters formed because people be-
lieved that they could make a difference in the
fight to protect and preserve America’s birds.
One hundred years later, that has not changed.
Birds still need protection. Birds are still im-
periled—not from the millinery trade any
more, but from so many other threats—from
habitat loss to climate change to politically
motivated hunting laws.

I devote so much time to Wild River Audubon
because I continue to believe that a grass roots
environmental organization, arising in the lo-
cal community, is essential to the protection
of birds and other wildlife.

Your Audubon chapter needs you! —to support
the bird seed sale, to participate in the Christ-
mas Bird Count, to speak out for protection
for sandhill cranes, to make wise choices for
political leaders that will protect the environ-
ment.
